1. Clean the titanium exhaust components with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40 or equivalent), 
carbon fiber exhaust components with soft and dry cloth and stainless steel components with soft cloth 
sprayed with contact cleaner, then wipe with soft and dry cloth. A change in the color of the exhaust 
system is normal due to the high temperatures. 

2. Periodically make sure all the bolts and springs are sufficiently tight.

WARNING: make sure all the bolts are sufficiently tightened. In case the exhaust system touches the
cowling or other parts repeat the adjustment of the exhaust system or contact your authorized dealer!

Clean grease spots: 
a. Muffler – titanium outer sleeve: use a soft cloth sprayed with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40 or 

equivalent).
b. Collector – titanium: use a soft cloth sprayed with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40 or equivalent).
c. Heat shield – carbon-fiber: use a soft dry cloth.
Cleaning will prevent spots from burning onto the surface. Do not use aggressive chemical cleaners, 
because they can damage the sticker.
